Proposals will be received at the Town of Smithfield, Department of Planning, Engineering and Public Works, 310 Institute Street, Smithfield, Virginia, 23430, until 12:00 p.m. on Friday, January 6, 2012. Five (5) original copies of the proposal shall be submitted, sealed, and mailed or delivered to be received no later than the above time and date.  Deadline for questions is 5:00 p.m. on Friday, December 30, 2011.  All information regarding opening date and description of the proposal must be listed on the outside of the envelope.  Additionally, the submitter’s name and return address must appear on the container.  Proposals will be recorded and turned over to The Town of Smithfield for evaluation. Interviews with select firms will be scheduled January 11th or 12th 2012.

REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL  
GENERAL INFORMATION
INTRODUCTION
The Town of Smithfield, Virginia (hereinafter referred to as “Town”) is seeking detailed proposals to provide field coating and field weld inspection services for ongoing water storage tank maintenance of four (4) water tanks in the Town’s municipal system.  
The purpose of this Request for Proposals is to select the most qualified firm to provide quality control services during painting and structural renovations of existing tanks.  It is expected that the successful firm shall be awarded individual contracts to provide field coating and field weld inspection services during the renovation and repainting of each tank.  

SCOPE
The Town has hired a contractor to perform water storage tank renovations, repainting services, and full service maintenance to four existing tanks over an 8-year period.  A summary of the work to be performed on each tank by year is included in Appendix A.
The following is a general description of the services to be provided by the selected inspection firm, and is not intended to be all-inclusive.  The successful inspection firm shall provide all labor and equipment, including appropriate testing apparatus, necessary to verify that the applied painting systems and field welds meet the requirements of the contract documents.  
A. Provide resident inspection of surface preparation and painting activities by tank renovation contractor.

B. Provide as needed field weld inspection services for proper painting and preparation of the welds.  Visits shall occur during critical hold points such as surface preparation and coating stages, fit up, welding, grinding and CWI (Certified Weld Inspection) requirements.

C. Verify that climatic and environmental conditions for surface preparation and painting meet the requirements of the contract documents.

D. Verify that preparation of surfaces to be painted meets the requirements of the contract documents.

E. Test dry-film thickness of coated surfaces with a non-destructive magnetic-type gauge to determine compliance with the contract documents.

F. Test for discontinuities, voids and pinholes in the coatings using a non-destructive type electrical holiday detector. 

G. Provide reports of test results to the tank painting contractor and the Town, and re-inspect and re-test as required to verify that deficiencies have been corrected.

H. Perform inspections of various metal fabrications, piping insulation, etc. as may be required by the tank renovation contract.

I. Provide final inspection report of the complete work, including certification that the work has been completed in accordance with the contract requirements.

J. Participate in the one-year anniversary warranty inspection, and provide a wrap-up condition report and, if necessary, remedial work punch list.

ITEMS TO BE ADDRESSED IN PROPOSALS

The proposal shall address all of the information outlined herein.  Additionally, each prospective Contractor may include such other information as he or she deems pertinent to the proper evaluation of their proposal.  Typewritten proposals only shall be submitted, bound to create a single document containing all required material.
The details of this proposal shall include information on all of the following items:
A. Complete description of scope of services to be provided. 
B. A clear understanding of the Town’s facilities and their relation to the services to be provided. 
C. Schedule estimate for a project or task.

D. Standard Fee Rate for key personnel who will be performing the inspections and administering the project.

E. A minimum of three references of both public and private sector clients.  Include the name, address and telephone number of a contact person, along with a brief description of the project, including paint and weld inspection fees.

F. Identify key members of the project team and describe their responsibilities on this project.

G. A copy of a final inspection report prepared for a similar project.
H. Contract Administration:  Work to be performed under this program will be administered by the Town on a task by task basis as identified in Appendix A.  Not all tasks identified will require inspection services.  Letter proposals for each task or combination of tasks will be requested by the Town based on the approximate schedule.  Work on each task shall not take place until the letter proposal, scope of work and associated fee has been approved by the Town.  Individual fees and payment terms for each task will be negotiated with the Town as part of the letter proposal process.

I. Contract Term:  The Town wishes to enter into an exclusive eight (8) year agreement with the successful firm.
J. Insurance

Insurance coverage specified herein constitutes the minimum requirements and said requirements shall in no way lessen or limit the liability of the Contractor under the terms of the Contract.  The Contractor shall procure and maintain at their own expense any additional kinds and amounts of insurance that, in their own judgment, may be necessary for their proper protection in the prosecution of the work.
Certificates of insurance shall state that thirty (30) days written notice will be given to the Town officials before the policy is canceled or changed.  No Contractor or subcontractor will be allowed to start any work on this contract until certificates of all insurance required herein are filed and approved by the Town officials.  The certificates shall show the type, amount, class of operations covered, effective dates, and the dates of expiration of policies.  In addition, the certificates shall name the Town as additional insured.  The Contractor shall secure and maintain in effect for the period of the Contract and pay all premiums for the following kinds of insurance.

1. Workman’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance
This insurance shall protect the Contractor against all claims under applicable State Workmen’s Compensation Laws.  The liability limits shall not be less than the required Statutory Limits for Workmen’s Compensation and Employer’s Liability in the amount of $1,000,000 Each Accident.

2. Contractor’s Comprehensive General Liability Insurance
This insurance shall cover all operations in connection with the performance of this Contract in amounts not less than the following:  Coverage in the amount of $1,000,000 for each occurrence and $2,000,000 general aggregate and $2,000,000 products/completed operations aggregate for claims by third parties for bodily injury, property damage or personal injury.  Coverage shall be provided on an occurrence form, not claims made.  No exclusions or limitations related to height of work will be allowed.  The Comprehensive General Liability policy carried by both the prime contractor and the subcontractors shall be maintained by the contractor for at least two years after completion of services.

3. Automotive Liability

The Contractor shall maintain automobile liability insurance in the amount of not less than $1,000,000 combined single limit for bodily injury or property damage liability to protect him from any and all claims arising from the use of the following:
a) Contractor’s own automobile and trucks.

b) Hired/leased or rented automobiles and trucks.

The aforementioned is to cover use of automobiles and trucks on and off the site of the project.
